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Goal 1: Infrastructure
Increase sustainability of mental health programs, 
services, and supports by developing and expanding 
school-based mental health infrastructures within partner 
LEA schools.

Goal 2: Capacity
Increase the capacity of LEA partner schools’ staff to 
employ evidence-based tools and systems of support to 
detect and respond to mental health issues.



Goal 4: Engagement
Increase student and family awareness of mental health 
issues, services and engagement through efforts that 
enhance partnerships and reduce stigma associated with 
mental health.

Goal 3: Tiered Interventions
Increase partner schools’ early identification of 
mental health needs, interventions to address them, 
and the number of students identified, referred, and 
receiving student wellness and mental health 
services.
